Description:

For this assignment you will build your own personal Web site following steps described in Chapters 1-3 of your Front Page book.  Your personal web site should include, at a minimum: 

1. Home page (index.html)

2. Interests page

3. Favorite links page

4. Photo album page

5. Resume page

Your Web site should feature all of the following:

· Text

· Images 

· Hyperlinks

· Tables

· Bulleted or numbered lists

· Background color changes for the entire page or table cells

· Bookmarks and e-mail hyperlinks

· Navigation between pages

· Photo gallery

Your Web site should have at least three of the following features:

· Banners

· Link bars

· Image maps with hotspots

· Shared borders

· Gif images with transparent background

Your Web site should conform to the Web design standards described on p.84 of your FrontPage textbook.

What will you need to complete the assignment?

· A computer with FrontPage 2003 installed and Internet access (all COBA computer labs have it).

· Personal pictures in digital format or and other non-copyrighted graphics to be added to your web site

· A list of your favorite Internet links

· Your resume in Word format (it is a good chance for you to work on your resume)

· Some readily available information about your hobby or other area of interest, with some non-copyrighted digital graphics.

· Your EUID number and myUNT password.

· FrontPage 2003 textbook.

· Storage medium (CD-R, CD-RW, flash, network space, access to hard drive).

Steps in completing the FrontPage Assignment:

0. Optionally, you may want first create a Web site following all the tutorial instructions in Ch. 1-3 as a practice before working on the personal Web site.

1. Have your EUID and password ready. Following instructions at https://www.unt.edu/webinfo/tutor/people/internet_explorer.htm create your automatic simple web page and test your access to your web directory. Now you are ready to post the web pages that you create as a part of this assignment. 

2. Get an understanding of the overall scope of the project by reading introductory sections in Ch. 1-3 of your FrontPage textbook (pp. 4-6, 82-86, 154-155).

3. Make decisions on the content of Home page, Interest page, links page and the photographs you want to feature in your on-line photo album.

4. Decide on the overall look of your Web site.

5. Follow tutorial instructions (text highlighted in bold with step numbers) in Ch. 1-3 to create your Web site.  Your Web site does not have to be very similar in look and feel to the James Keeler web site being developed in the tutorial, as long as it has all the required pages and functionality, and satisfies the design criteria. 

6. Publish your Web site by copying the web pages that you created and pasting them to your UNT web folder. (follow the instructions at https://www.unt.edu/webinfo/tutor/people/internet_explorer.htm).  Make sure that your Home page is called index.htm.  You may need to replace the automatically created simple index.htm page in your Web folder.  

Electronic submission:

Your instructor requires electronic submissions. You must e-mail the grader (Manan Shah; shahm10@yahoo.com) with your Front Page assignment, and CC your instructor at joseph.schuessler@unt.edu.  You can do this by following these steps:
