VISUAL BASIC 2005 ASSIGNMENT

Total 10 points (you will receive all 10 points if the instructor believes that you made a reasonable effort to complete all parts of the assignment, and zero points otherwise).

Description:

For this assignment you will need to solve the following cases from your Visual Basic 2005 book: 

· Chapter 2-3, Case 1, "Car Rental" on pages 99-100, 183-184. Add your first and last name to the label of your Car rental form. 
· Chapter 4, Case 2, “TAXI” on pages 281-282. Add your first and last name and the last four (4) digits of your student ID number as labels on your TAXl  form.   
What will you need to complete the assignment?

· Access to a computer with Visual Basic 2005 installed (all COBA computer labs have it).

· Visual Basic tutorial files (you should download them from the BCIS 2610 website).

· Visual Basic 2005 textbook.

· Storage medium (CD-R, CD-RW, flash, network space, access to hard drive)

Steps in completing the Visual Basic Assignment:

1. Download Visual Basic tutorial files to a storage medium of your choice, as described in General Assignment Guidelines. 

2. Complete Chapter 2 tutorial (highlighted in yellow on pages 83-93).  Save your work on a storage medium of your choice.  This will teach you everything that you need for completing the Chapter 2 Case. 

3. Complete the Chapter 2 Case  following the instructions. Make sure to put your name as a part of the header label of your form – it should read “[your first name] [your last name]’s Car Rental”.  Save your work in a storage medium of your choice. 

4. Building on your work for Chapter 2 tutorial, complete Chapter 3 tutorial (highlighted in yellow on pages 160-176). Save your work in a storage medium of your choice.  This will teach you everything that you need for completing the Chapter 3 Case. 

5. Building on your work for the Chapter 2 Case, complete the Chapter 3 Case following the instructions. Make sure to put your name and ID on the title slide.  
6. Complete Chapter 4 tutorial (highlighted in yellow on pages 254-272).  Save your work on a storage medium of your choice.  This will teach you everything that you need for completing the Chapter 4 Case. 

7. Complete the Chapter 4 Case following the instructions. Make sure to put your name and ID as a part of the header label of your form.   Save your work in a storage medium of your choice. 

Electronic submission:

Your instructor requires electronic submissions. You must bring the zipped folder containing your assignment to class that Monday morning.  I will copy them to my thumb drive and turn the assignments over to Manan for grading.  You can do this by following these steps:
1. Zip the  files for Car Rental and TAXI applications from your corresponding VB project folders.  Name the zip file (or rename it after zipping is complete) your last name.
2. Store the files of your media of choice that can be accessed from the classroom PC.
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
